EXHIBIT CONTRACT
The FAPIA Conference will be governed by these terms and constitute a bona fide part of the contract for exhibition tables. Should any further regulations be needed, conference management reserves the right to render any and all interpretations and decisions. All matters not covered in this policy statement are subject to the judgment of conference management.
COST & CONSIDERATION
The cost for table rental is $2000.00.  An exhibitor will received on 6-foot skirted table and two chairs; meals and breaks; a listing in the conference workbook; up to three exhibitor badges; admittance to the Welcoming Cocktail Party; and introduction during the conference by one person from the exhibiting firm or company. All exhibitors must be paid in advance of the conference.
EXHIBITOR BADGES
Exhibitors must submit a jpg photo of anyone who will be representing them during the conference in order that exhibitor badges be made in advance. Badges must be worn during all conference activities. If a badge is misplaced or lost, a replacement will cost $30 per badge.
CARE OF EXHIBITOR AREA
All elements of the display area must conform to the Gaylord Palms Resort & Osceola Co. fire, health and safety codes. Shipping containers, boxes of materials and any similar materials may not be stored in the display area and are the responsibility of the exhibitor, not the conference. Exhibitor is liable for any costs associated with damage to the resort.
SPACE ALLOCATION
Exhibitor tables shall be assigned by the conference management on a first come basis. All display equipment and materials must be confined to that exhibit area. Exhibitor may not assign its contract for exhibit space or allow any other person, company or organization to use any part of the space without written permission from conference management.
CANCELLATION/REFUND POLICY
A full refund on exhibitor fees will be given if cancellation is received in writing 45 days before the conference (less a $100 processing fee). After that date, a 50 percent refund will be made upon cancellation 30 days before the conference (less a $100 processing fee). No refunds will be issued if a cancellation is made after that date. All requests must be made in writing to FAPIA via email to Administrator@FAPIA.net or if received before the dead line by mail at 9100 South Dadeland Blvd, Suite 1500, Miami, FL  33156.
EXHIBITOR LIABILITY
Exhibitor is responsible for safeguarding it own materials and display. Conference management is not responsible for the safety of exhibit materials against fire, theft, accident or any loss or injury. Any damage or destruction of other’s property or personal injury to others resulting from the actions or conduct of the exhibitor, its representatives or employees is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor. The exhibitor indemnifies FAPIA and the hotel from any complaints, lawsuits, or liabilities resulting from the action or conduct of the exhibitor.
EXHIBITOR LIABILITY
Should the Conference be cancelled for causes beyond the control of the conference management, the exhibitor will receive a full reimbursement of the fee. Conference management will not be liable for any other expenses the exhibitor may incur.
CONDUCT OF EXHIBITOR
Conference management reserves the right to prohibit an exhibit from continuing should the actions of the exhibitor jeopardize the integrity of the conference. Conference management reserves the right to approve all demonstrations and materials to be used by exhibitors.
ENFORCEMENT
Conference management has total authority of enforcement of these terms and conditions and may amend them at any time for the benefit of the conference. Exhibitors who violate these terms and conditions or who, in the opinion of conference management, conduct themselves unethically, may be dismissed from the conference without refund or appeal and may be excluded from participation in future conferences.
